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GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

The project is described as “Preventive Maintenance Service Contract of Trane Air Cooled Chillers
for U.S consulate General Karachi”. The Contractor shall furnish labor, tools, materials,
transportation and warranties for the consultancy work. All work will be performed within firm

fixed-price contract.

1. DESCRIPTION

The American Consulate in [Karachi] requires preventive maintenance services for
Chillers. These services shall result in all systems being serviced under this agreement
being in good operational condition when activated. If this work is to be performed
on systems accessing the PCC/CAA areas of the building. Please see section 6.2.3 for
security requirements.

1.1. Type of Contract

This is a firm fixed price contract payable entirely in [Pakistani Rupees or US
Dollars]. Prices for all Contract Line Item Numbers (CLIN) shall include proper
disposal of toxic substances as per Item 8.4 where applicable. No additional sums will
be payable for any escalation in the cost of materials, equipment or labor, or because
of the contractor's failure to properly estimate or accurately predict the cost or
difficulty of achieving the results required.

The Notice to Proceed will establish a date (a minimum of ten (10) days
from date of Contract award unless the Contractor agrees to an earlier date) on which
performance shall start.

4. EQUIPMENT AND PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

4.1. The [US Consulate Karachi] requires the Contractor to maintain the following
equipment in a safe, reliable and efficient operating condition.

4.2. The Contractor shall provide all necessary managerial, administrative and direct
labor personnel, as well as all transportation, equipment, tools, supplies and materials
required to perform inspection, maintenance, and component replacement as required
to maintain the systems in accordance with this work statement. Under this Contract
the Contractor shall provide:

» The services of trained and qualified technicians to inspect, adjust, and
perform scheduled preventive maintenance.

4.3. Performance Standards

The chillers shall be clean and in good operating condition upon completion of the
service. The preventive maintenance service shall result in the parts of the system
serviced being in a condition to operate efficiently and effectively.

5. HOURS OF PERFORMANCE

5.1. The Contractor shall maintain work schedules. The schedules shall take into
consideration the hours that the staff can effectively perform their services without
placing a burden on the security personnel of the Post. The Contractor shall deliver
standard services between the hours of 8:00AM and 4:30 PM Monday through Friday.
No work shall be performed on US Government and local holidays. Below is a list of
the holidays.

6. ACCESS TO GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS AND STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

61 General. The Contractor shall designate a representative who shall supervise the
Contractor’s technicians and be the Contractor’s liaison with the American Consulate.
The Contractor’s employees shall be on-site only for contractual duties and not for
any other business or purpose. Contractor employees will be given access to the
equipment and equipment areas and will be escorted by Embassy personnel.

62 Personnel Security. The Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.-
owned and U.S.-operated facilities to any individual. The Contractor shall provide the
names, biographic data and police clearance on all Contractor personnel who to be
used on this Contract prior to their utilization. Submission of information shall be
made within 30 days of award of contract. No technician will be allowed on site
without prior authorization. Note: this may include cleared personnel if advance
notice of visit is not given at least one week before the scheduled visit.

6.2.1 Vehicles. Contractor vehicles will not be permitted inside the embassy
compound without prior approval. If vehicle access is necessary, submit contractor
vehicle information (Make, Model, License Plate #) along with a written justification
as to why access is necessary. This shall be submitted to the Facility Manager at least
one (1) week prior to the visit.
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622 Government shall issue identity cards to Contractor personnel, after they are
approved. Contractor personnel shall display identity card(s) on the uniform at all
times while providing services under this contract. These identity cards are the
property of the US Government. The Contractor is responsible for their return at the
“end of the contract, when an employee leaves Contractor service, or at the request of
the Government. The Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.-owned
and U.S.-operated facilities to any individual.
Government shall issue identity cards to Contractor personnel, after they are approved.
Contractor personnel shall display identity card(s) on the uniform at all times while
providing services under this contract. These identity cards are the property of the US
Government. The Contractor is responsible for their return at the end of the contract,
when an employee leaves Contractor service, or at the request of the Government. The
Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.- owned and U.S.-operated
facilities to any individual.

6. 3 Security Clearances. All Work under this contractor that are designated as non-
CAA areas may be performed by un-cleared American or local workers. However, all
work done in CAA and PCC areas shall be performed by cleared American
Construction personnel as needed to complete the services. The Contractor shall work
closely with the COR, the Post Facility Manager [FM] or the General Services Officer
[GSO].

Security Clearances. All Work locations under this contractor that are designated as non-CAA
areas may be performed by un-cleared American or local workers. However, all work done in
CAA and PCC areas shall be performed by cleared American Construction personnel as needed to
complete the services. The Contractor shall work closely with the COR, the Post Facility Manager

(FM) or the General Services Officer (GSO).
6.4 Standards of Conduct

6.4.1 General. The Contractor shall maintain satisfactory standards of employee
competency, conduct, cleanliness, appearance, and integrity and shall be responsible
for taking such disciplinary action with respect to employees as may be necessary.
Each Contractor employee shall adhere to standards of conduct that reflect credit on
themselves, their employer, and the United States Government. The Government
reserves the right to direct the Contractor to remove an employee from the worksite
for failure to comply with the standards of conduct. The Contractor shall immediately
replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no additional cost to
the Government.

643 Neglect of Duties. Neglect of duties is unacceptable. This includes sleeping
while on duty, unreasonable delays or failures to carry out assigned tasks, conducting
personal affairs during duty hours and refusing to render assistance or cooperate in
upholding the integrity of the worksite security.
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644  Disorderly Conduct. The Contractor shall not condone disorderly conduct, use
of abusive or offensive language, quarreling, and intimidation by words, actions, or
fighting. Also included is participation in disruptive activities that interfere with
normal and efficient Government operations.

645 Intoxicants and Narcotics. The Contractor shall not allow its employees while
on duty to possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of intoxicants, drugs or
substances which produce similar effects.

646 Criminal Actions. Contractor employees may be subject to criminal actions as
allowed by law in certain circumstances. These circumstances include but are not
limited to the following actions: falsification or unlawful concealment, removal,
mutilation, or destruction of any official documents or records or concealment of
material facts by willful omission from official documents or records; unauthorized use
of Government property, theft, vandalism, or immoral conduct; unethical or improper
use of official authority or credentials; security violations; organizing or participating
in gambling in any form; and misuse of weapons.

647 Key Control. The Contractor will not be issued any keys. The keys will be
checked out by a “Cleared American” escort on the day of service requirements.

648 Notice to the Government of Labor Disputes. The Contractor shall inform the
COR of any actual or potential labor dispute that is delaying or threatening to delay
the timely performance of this contract.

. SCHEDULED PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE
7.1. General

711.  The Contractor shall perform preventive maintenance as outlined in Exhibit A
- STATEMENT OF WORK. The objective of scheduled preventive maintenance is to
eliminate system malfunction, breakdown and deterioration when units are
activated/running.

712.  The Contractor shall inventory, supply and replace expendable parts (eg, filters,
belts, hoses, gaskets) that have become worn due to wear and tear. The Contractor
shall maintain a supply of expendable and common parts on site so that these are
readily available for normal maintenance to include: hoses, belts, oil, chemicals,
coolant, filters (Air, Fuel, Oil), grease, sealant, thermostat, fuses; in addition to the
appropriate tools, testing equipment, safety shoes and apparel for technicians,
personal protective equipment (hands, hearing, eye protection), MSDS, cleaning
material and oil spill containment kits. The contractor shall inventory the supply after
each visit and order replacement supplies and have them delivered on site.
Maintenance materials shall be unused and are to be industry standard and intended
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for the task to be performed. Parts shall be OEM approved. Refrigerants shall meet
the AHRI Standard 700-2015 or most recent AHRI Standards.

713.  Refrigerants, parts and maintenance materials delivered to the post are to be
new and unused. Reclaimed refrigerants are not to be delivered to posts. Reclaimed
refrigerants within post compounds are to be retained and stored and may be used if
not contaminated. Refrigerants shall be stored in containers clearly indicating the
refrigerant type.

714. Exclusion. This contract does NOT include repair of equipment and
replacement of hardware (e.g. bearings, pistons, piston rings, crankshaft, gears.)
Hardware replacements will be separately priced out by the Contractor for the
Government’s approval and acceptance. The Government has the option to accept
or reject the Contractor’s quote for parts and reserves the right to obtain similar spare
parts from other competitive sources. If required by the Government, the Contractor
shall utilize Government-purchased spare parts, if awarded the work. Such
repairs/replacements will be accomplished by a separate purchase order. However,
this exclusion does not apply if the repair is to correct damage caused by Contractor
negligence.

715. Replacement/repair of any electronic or electrical parts shall be approved by the
COR prior to installation of the part. If the Contractor proceeds to replace any
electronic or electrical parts without COR approval, the Contractor shall de-install the
parts at no cost to the Government.

716.  Stocking of recommended repair parts is at the discretion of the Facility
Manager and is dependent upon the nearest location of the Equipment manufacturer,
distributor or dealer. A recommended spare parts list shall be obtained by the
contractor from the manufacturer or distributor and provided to the Facility Manager
to procure.

717. Parts/materials/tools procurement and delivery for the CAA/PCC areas shall be
at the discretion of the Regional Security Officer (RSO).

72  Checklist Approval

The Contractor shall submit to the COR a schedule and description of preventive
maintenance tasks which the Contractor plans to perform. The Contractor shall
prepare this schedule and task description in a checklist format for the COR’s approval
prior to contract work commencement.

7.2.1. The Contractor shall provide trained technicians to perform the service at
frequencies stated in Exhibit A and on the equipment called out in this SOW. The
technician shall sign off on every item of the checklist and leave a copy of this signed
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checklist with the COR or the COR's designate after each maintenance visit.

7.2.2. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to perform all manufacturers’
recommended preventive maintenance including preventive maintenance
recommended by the manufacturers’ technical manuals for the respective equipment.

(2) Has any unpaid Federal tax liability that has been assessed for which all judicial

and administrative remedies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and that is not being paid in a
